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Acie Lee Ingersoll joined the United States Marine Corps in August 1947
and was honorably discharged August 1954.

Master Sergeant Ingersoll fought in the Korean War. He relates the
following miracle that took place while in Korea while he was stationed in
the Korea Defense Service. They were on a hill overlooking a valley with a
rice field. They were in foxholes getting set up, as it was dark. They heard a
clanging noise. They called for artillery to shoot off a flare so they could see
what was causing the noise. They observed a small old tank coming toward




them. They requested the artillery to shoot off a cannon. One of the men
stood up out of the foxhole at the same time and was hit on the back of his
helmet. He was knocked out but he recovered.
